2. In the failure to satisfy the conditions set forth above in Paragraphs 1.a, 1.b and
1.c, the vehicle shall immediately be transferred back to the Township of
Pennsauken and no longer be utilized by Berlin Borough with no claim to any
ownership interest in the vehicle by Berlin.

3. The Borough of Berlin shall hold harmless and indemnify the Township of
Pennsauken from any and all claims relative to its ownership and use of the
vehicle.
